· promote international peace and security.

We trust these books which are all recent publications will be a useful and valuable resource for fostering interest and awareness about peace.

The Australian Federation of University Women - Northern Territory Inc (AFUW-NT) offers three $1000 scholarships annually – one each to an undergraduate, a postgraduate and an Indigenous undergraduate woman student.  Since 2006 AFUW-NT has also offered scholarships for women studying at the Faculty of Agriculture, UNTL, in Dili, Timor Leste.
